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Root Cause of Aggravated Situation Must Be Questioned

Recently, the High Representative of the European Union for Foreign Affairs and Security Policy issued a so-called statement in denunciation of the military operation conducted by our army in response to the “Vigilant Storm”, the U.S.-south Korea aggressive war exercise against the DPRK. In this statement, he reportedly called for a “resolute and united response by the international community”, condemning our military operation as a “grave threat to international and regional peace and security”.

I cannot repress my indignation at the farce of issuing preposterous “statement”.

He seems to be deaf to the international society’s assessment that the U.S.-led provocative war exercises are the root cause of the aggravated situation on the Korean peninsula.

At that time, he made an excuse that he only cited the words by the U.S. neo-conservative politicians. By doing so, he laid bare himself that he is a person who parrots the U.S.’ words without his own opinion.
